Call to Order / Pledge of Allegiance / Invocation:

Ms Caddigan opened the meeting at 7 pm, followed by the Invocation and Pledge of Allegiance

Transportation Discussion

The Committee members were briefed prior to the meeting on the recommendation of the Transportation Subcommittee. Co-Chair Maureen Caddigan asked Chuck Rushing if he had any remarks on behalf of the absent Col. Choike regarding the recommendation. Chuck Rushing stated that the base was in favor of projects that would lower congestion on Route 1 in the area of the gates. Co-Chair Cord Sterling, unable to attend, had sent a note outlining a variation on the recommendation. Supervisor Caddigan brought the note to everyone’s attention. Supervisor Caddigan asked Cyrena Eitler about the ability of the Committee to apply for engineering funds from the Office of Economic Adjustment as described in the last paragraph of Supervisor Sterling’s note. Ms. Eitler commented that OEA does fund projects for engineering up to 30% design, but that funds could only be committed by the agency director. Ric Canizales of Prince William County Department of Transportation asked Cyrena if OEA funding might cover the NEPA document required as part of engineering. Ms. Eitler clarified that it could. 

Supervisor Caddigan asked for a motion to adopt the transportation priority as written in Supervisor Sterling’s note. Supervisor Jenkins motioned and Supervisor Woodson seconded. The vote was unanimous, with Supervisors Sterling and Dudenhefer absent. 

The text of the priority, as adopted:

Widen and upgrade Rte 1 and intersections between Joplin Rd. and Telegraph Rd:

· Joplin to Locust Shade Park entrance – including Joplin/Fuller intersection improvements

· Locust Shade Park entrance to Russell Road (including Russell Road interchange w/ U.S. 1)

· Russell Road to Telegraph Road (including Telegraph Road intersection improvements)

Supervisor Caddigan asked if anyone had any questions regarding the adopted priority. Cyrena Eitler asked who would be project manager for the project. Ric Canizales and Tom Blaser of Prince William County Department of Transportation responded that Prince William County might be the project manager for the Prince William section. 

Minutes:

Members present approved the minutes of the previous meeting held in Stafford County.
