Call to order  

The meeting began at 7:00 pm with the Pledge of Allegiance and an Invocation

Minutes    
Minutes of the 7 Jun 2010 meeting in Stafford County were approved, Mr Woodson abstained
DISCUSSTION TOPICS

Regional Collaboration
Col. Choike briefed the Committee on the recent formation of the two formal regional groups, and confirmed that the formal charter for the Quantico Regional Executive Steering Committee has been approved and signed by Fauquier, Stafford, and Prince William counties. The first meeting of the Steering Committee is scheduled to take place on Friday, March 25th, and will include the three Metropolitan Planning Organizations for the region. 
Military Departments and Investigative Agencies facility 
John Rosewarne provided an update on construction and occupancy plans for the Military Departments and Investigative Agencies (MDIA) facility  --  now called the Russell-Knox building  --  and related roadwork.  The Army will move into the building first, followed by the Air Force.  By the 15th of August all personnel from all five agencies are expected to be located in the building. Currently, it is estimated that since 60 percent of the current employees live in Virginia, only the 20-40 percent will be relocating to the area. The number of people relocating to the area will likely be approximately 600 persons. 
Defense Access Roads 
John Rosewarne updated the Committee on proposed Military Construction / Defense Access Roads (DAR) improvements planned at the Intersection of Telegraph Road and US-1 in Boswell’s Corner redevelopment area of Stafford County.  This project includes complete engineering / acquisition / construction / NEPA, and is being “triggered” by post-BRAC growth at the Defense Security Service – one of the agencies being relocated to the MDIA facility.  The project is expected to be funded in Federal fiscal year 2012 (Oct 2011).   
US-1 widening
Tom Rumora and Jack Van Dop (EFLH) briefed the Committee on the progress of the US-1 project. A Memorandum of Agreement, scope of services, budget, and related documents are being processed in order for the Federal Highways Administration (FHwA), Eastern Federal Lands Highways (EFLH) office to manage the project as a “contractor” to Stafford County, as OEA grant recipient on behalf of QGMC.  It is expected that work will begin in April and take approximately one year to complete.  A management team comprised of both counties, VDoT, and MCBQ representatives will oversee technical issues, and QGMC staff will provide support.  
VDoT Letter to Base Commander
Tom Fahrney discussed the letter that was addressed to all Virginia Base Commanders asking them to identify their top transportation concerns.  MCBQ responded by indicating preference for funding the widening of US-1, and specifically the Russell Road area of crucial importance in efficient travel between both “sides” of the Base.   
Website 
Catherine Baker updated the Committee on the status of the QGMC website (www.qgmc.org). Included in the update were the monthly visitation numbers, frequently viewed pages, and recent updates.
Next meetings   

The next three quarterly meetings of the Committee were agreed to be held at the National Museum of the Marine Corps, on Monday evenings at 7:00 p.m.  Dates selected were April 11th, July 11th, and October 3rd, 2011.  Tom Rumora expressed appreciation to Dick Camp of the NMMC for use of the excellent facilities!
